Importer Security Filing (ISF) 10+2 Instructions
Introduction:

Importer Security Filing (ISF) 10+2 is a new U.S. Customs and Border Protection (CBP) regulation that requires importers to provide additional trade data to CBP on all ocean shipments bound for the United States.  This additional information is required to be electronically filed with CBP no later than 24 hours prior to cargo being laden on board a vessel at the foreign port of exit.  The Babcock & Wilcox Company is committed to being 100% compliant with this regulation.
ISF 10+2 Form:

The Babcock & Wilcox Company is required to file 10 data elements with U.S. Customs and Border Protection (CBP).  The ocean carrier is responsible for the other 2 data elements, hence the 10+2.  The Importer Security Filing (ISF) 10+2 form itemizes the ten elements.  As on other forms, this one also requires a date, B&W project number and B&W purchase order number.   Only the information on the form that is highlighted in yellow is required to be provided by our vendors outside of the United States when shipping by ocean freight.  At this time, U.S. Customs and Border Protection does not require this information on air freight or courier imports into the United States.
The ISF 10+2 form is an Excel spreadsheet.  The first page is the form to be completed and submitted at the same time as the LSU and packing list.  The definitions of the 10 data elements can be found by clicking on the second tab of the spreadsheet.  Only one form needs to be filled out per ocean shipment, per project.  If material for more than one project is being shipped on the same vessel, a separate form must be completed.
